• Film length: Minimum 20 minutes
• Format requested for submission: DVD
• Format for screening: 35mm, BETA-SP or DVD
• Language: English or German or English or German subtitles
• Content: the reference to football must be clearly identifiable
• The audience will vote on the winner of the Golden 11 over the course of the entire festival
• Close of entries: February 14th 2010

11mm shortkicks

• Film length: Maximum 20 minutes
• Format requested for submission: DVD
• Format for screening: 35mm, BETA-SP or DVD
• Language: English or German or English or German subtitles
• Content: the reference to football must be clearly identifiable
• The best films submitted will be screened at the 11mm shortkicks gala during which a jury of
   experts together with the audience will vote on the winner
• Close of entries: February 14th 2010
